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Using printed media, construct/collage an image and overlay it with clear contact (shelving) paper, then
burnish it with an inking roller (brayer) or spoon.

Next, place it in a tray of warm water and soak the paper. Once saturated, peel off the back of the
printed media - being careful not to peel away too
much material "erasing" the image!

Apply gloss/matte medium to the constructed image, alternating the direction of each layer horizontally
and vertically; allowing each layer to dry before applying the next layer.

You must keep your brush wet in water between layers, as the acrylic medium will destroy the brush
you should apply approximately 4 coats to the image.

| allow my image to dry a day and then soak it in water as the above directions indicate.

Except instead of “peeling” you actually need to gently rub off the paper backing being careful to not
damage the image.

Make an RC paper negative, which is then used to make a paper positive.

Expose the positive to a graphic arts film/Ortholith to create a film negative for  printing contact prints or
enlargements.

Draw onto the image; stretch the image to distort it before printing it, layer images before printing or making
a negative, etc...
